2 oz butter (1/4 cup)

G oz sugar (I cup)

2 eggs

7 oz soft brown sugar (11/2 ey

Prince Albert and Queen Victoria did
much to popularize the Christmas traditions a8
that we still enjoy to this day.

Anditwas | 1
where the Queen spent Christ-
mas after Prince Albert’s death.

Price Albert loved the
idea of the nation sharing in
the spirit of Christmas, and
played an important role in
starting the fashion for
Christmas trees and ex-
changing gifts around the
tree. In 1848 he sent the
newspapers of the day with
an engraving of the royal :
family gathered around their tree,
and this came to represent the perfect image of Victorian family
life. Soon, every well-to-do family as following suit, and decorat-
ing their trees with candles, gingerbread and small trinkets. Al-
bert's enthusiasm, was partly due to a nostalgia for his upbring-
ing in Germany, where evergreen trees had long been decorated
at Christmas time.
